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MEMORIAL RECOGNITION MEDAL

Selection Criteria 

Intent:

It is the intent of the Law Enforcement Torch Run Executive Council to provide Torch Run Programs with a unique memorial recognizing the Duty, Courage, and Honor of law enforcement personnel identified as Torch Runners, lost in the line of duty.  This award is intended to be provided to the family of a lost officer, agent or other identified law enforcement personnel so designated as a Torch Runner in good standing with a recognized Torch Run Program who has paid the ultimate sacrifice in the function of their law enforcement duties or while directly supporting a Torch Run event.

Procedure:

This award will be provided by the Torch Run Executive Council at the request of a program’s LETR Director or Executive Council Regional Coordinator.  Upon receiving the request, the LETR Executive Council Chair, or their designee, shall review the circumstances surrounding the request and approve or decline the request.  Should the request be approved, the LETR Executive Council Chair, or their designee, will arrange for the memorial recognition to be delivered to the program’s LETR Director for presentation to the appropriate family members.  Should the request be denied, the LETR Executive Council Chair, or their designee, shall notify the requester of the reason for denial.  There will be no cost to the LETR Program and the medal can be awarded retroactively.     
Criteria:

· The honoree must have been a law enforcement representative in good standing with a recognized LETR program.

· The honoree must have lost their life in the line of duty while performing the duties and responsibilities of their assignment or while directly supporting a Torch Run event.

This medal will be requested by the LETR Director and presented to the family of the officer by the Torch Run Director or his designee on behalf of the LETR Executive Council.  There will be no cost to the LETR Program and the medal can be awarded retroactively.
